Whether you need a visa is dependent on your citizenship, program length, host country, and 

purpose of study.

Citizens, see the U.S. Department of State's Country Specific Information. Citizens of countries 

outside of the United States may wish to consult similar information provided by their own 

governments. 

If you do require a visa for your program, the Office of International Education strongly 

recommends that you start this process early.
